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What Age Group is
My Swimmer In?

Age as of December 1st
For YMCA and Dual Meet League Meets,
swimmers' ages are deter mined by their
age as of December 1st, 2004. So, if  a swimmer
turns 11 on  December 3rd, th at swimmer will
swim all winter  season long as a 10 &  under.
This holds t rue for  all YMCA and Dual Meet
League meets.  For T ime Tr ials we will separate
kids into  age groups based on their age as
of December 1st.
"Age as of Dec 1" Meets Inc lude:

meet with  dual meet t eams)
·  South District C hampionships in Baltimore (A

BIG Meet that's "age as of Dec 1st")  It' s a Y
meet.

“Age as  of meet day” Meets Inc lude:
For the BIG Meets, your age group is determined
by your age as of the meet date. If y ou are
attending the  State Meet and you turn 13  just
two days before the meet, you will swim as a 13-
14 swimmer.

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Top 10 Turkey Trot
Survival Hints

10.  Have your swimmer br ing a comfy lit t le
chair.  The kids sit in  the gym between events.
Bring some crayons or an easy clean up game.
There is a lot of down time between events.  Pack
some snacks, there is a snack bar, but save some
cash!

9. Have your swimmer wear the yellow cap. It
helps the coaches find those lit tle rug r ats!

8.  Just when you thought you could put away
those shorts and t-shirts, s wimming makes you
pull them back out in the middle of winter.
Parents, the  pool area can be very hot and humid.
Do yourself a fa vor and forget about the white
legs.  WE all have them.

7.  You don’t have to hang out i n the gym the
whole t ime, but stop in  at least 10  minutes before
your swimmer’s event to get all of that
paraphernalia on.  It i s amazing how the kids can
lose their goggles in a split second.

6.  Please be sure t o show up for warm-ups on
time.  This is  when the coaches are finali zing the
relays.  There is nothing worse than telling
swimmers t hat they cannot swim because
someone has not shown up only to see that
swimmer walk in j ust as the meet is starti ng.  It
is to o late then.  It  is also difficu lt to  substi tute
because of a no show only to have to tell the
latecomer that he has been replaced.  PLEASE BE
ON TIME.

5.  Be sure your swimmer is in  the gym most of
the time. Coaches need to know where they are
at all t imes.  There will be parents in the gym to
help “her d” th em to the st aging area.

4.  Have fun with your swi mmer.  Don’ t worry
about race analysis.  Le the coaches take care of

that .  The awards will be handed out at the next
practice.

3.  Bring two towels and two shirts .  You will need
one towel and one shir t t o hang out in and then one
towel and shirt to  get dressed in at the end of the
day.

2.  Get to bed early.  Both parents and swimmers
are much happier wit h a full nights sleep.

1.  Be sure your swimmer knows that they don’t
really give  a frozen Turkey to the winner of each
event.  Gail w as j ust kidding in prac t ice!!
