
Swimmers’ Equipment 
 

 The Swim Shop will supply you with practice equipment for your swimmer.  Practice 

equipment includes, fins, paddles, snorkels, and mesh bags. Let them know you are swimming 

with our team to receive a discounted team price.  They also have our specific products set 

aside for you. 

 

 BRY Team Merchandise such as your team suit, caps, swim bags, warm-ups, shorts, 

and other clothing is provided by Blazin Swimwear.  Blazin will come to BRY on two days to 

run fittings and display the merchandise available to you.  Let them know you are swimming 

with our team to receive a discounted team price.  They also have our specific products set 

aside for you. 

 

Equipment is the responsibility of the individual swimmer.  BRY team suits and caps 

are required to be worn at all meets.  Many older swimmers may choose a plain black suit 

due to specific racing fabrics, those are fine.  Team warm-ups, parkas, and swim bags are 

not required but are available. 

 

Caps Each swimmer is given a latex cap before our meet season begins.  The first 

cap is free!  Additional caps may be purchased at snack bar or at the BRY 

front desk.  Silicone caps will also be available at these locations. 

 

Suits Blazin will provide your BRY team suit.  Fittings will be held on October 16th 

and 17th during practice hours at the Brandywine site. 

 

Goggles Every swimmer must have a quality pair of goggles with them at every 

practice and meet. 

 

Water Bottles Age Group Advanced, Junior, and Senior swimmers must have water bottles 

with them at every practice. 

 

Fins Speedo fins are available at the Swim Shop.  All Age Group Intro, AG 

Developmental, and AG Advanced, Junior and Senior Swimmers must have 

fins with them at every practice.  Please mark your swimmers fins so they 

are not lost.   

 

Snorkel Finis Brand snorkels are required equipment for Age Group Intro, AG 

Developmental, and AG Advanced, Junior and Senior Swimmers.  These are 

available at The Swim Shop.  Jr and Sr sizes are available.  These are front 

mounted snorkels specific to competitive swimming.   

 

Paddles Stroke Maker brand paddles are available at the Swim Shop.  All Junior and 

Senior swimmers must have these paddles.  These paddles are available at 

the Swim Shop and come in various color coded sizes.  All Junior I swimmers 

should have red paddles.  All other swimmers should have green paddles.  A 

few older Senior swimmers use yellow paddles, they know who they are. 

 

 Bags BRY Bags will be available at the Blazin fitting.  Both duffle and backpack 

styles are available. 

 



Warm-ups BRY Warm-ups will be available at the fitting.  Swimmers qualifying for 

YMCA Nationals will receive a free team warm-up. 

 

T-Shirts BRY Team T-shirts will be sold at the BRY Snack bar during meets.
